He paid several thousand
dollars to Legal Services for
assistance to obtain his
citizenship. However, on a
fixed income, Mr. Benedict
couldn't afford to pay
additional legal fees.

Mr. Benedict was surprised to
find out because of his veterans’
status he did not need to pay for
his application for Certificate of
Citizenship. Mrs. Young
reviewed his application, ensured
it was completed accurately and
all supporting documents were
submitted to the USCIS in
Memphis.

Mr. Benedict, who is now 72
years old, believed for 53 years
that he was an American citizen.

FRGs will provide mutual support
and assistance, and a network of
communications among the Family
members, the chain of command,
and community resources.

Family members who are
confident in navigating the
resources available to them are
able to better face the challenges
that can arise and thrive during
deployments, thus allowing their
Soldiers to stay focused on the
mission.
